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THE BRACKNELL GALLERY OF GREETERS AND INSPIRERS WILL BE A DISPLAY OF DOZENS OF COLOURFUL PANELS ON WOOD all along the railings outside St Joseph’s Catholic Church on their side of the busy Stanley Walk in the town centre.  They’ll show figures with a hand raised in greeting – all of them of someone who for whatever reason is seen as inspiring.  Anyone is welcome to choose a figure and contribute a panel, and you don’t need to be a trained or experienced artist to do one.  The size is a standard 600mm x 1000mm, using acrylic-like paints to be weather-proof on plywood.  On the website www.bracknellcommunitygallery will be full information on the story behind each figure.  NB All places are free, and pictures remain the property of the contributors.  The public opening will be on Saturday 21 March 2015.
EXAMPLES OF INSPIRERS ALREADY CHOSEN BY LOCAL PEOPLE?  They already include Leeds teacher Ann Maguire and athlete Sally Gunnell – who refused to believe she was the wrong height, shape and personality to win a Gold Medal at anything.  Another is Giles Duley, the humanitarian and social justice photographer who lost three limbs to an IED in Afghanistan, and the US Army medevac team who kept him alive.  
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FAMILIAR FACES ARE READY TO PUT IN PLACE.  Many local children will know Ron McAllister is a great local inspirer - not only as Chief Executive at 
South Hill Park Arts Centre but also as a wonderful composer and producer of pantomimines and musicals; Aladdin at Christmas being the latest.  His portrait took a few days to paint.  The brainbow came about because it was difficult to catch the curl of of the hair.  Ron liked his painting so much it went up on Facebook as his profile.
